There were 160 sessions related to grief, an 13%
increase from the previous month.

Sawa delivered 365 remote medical
consultations in May. 

There was a 9% increase in venting and
debriefing sessions, showing a continuous
demand from  callers for MHPSS support.

Counseling sessions related to fear and anxiety
came to 264 sessions.

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During May, Sawa provided remote medical
consultations where symptoms and topics
discussed by callers during medical consultations
this month included those related to
medications, headaches, diarrhea,
constipation, supplements, injuries, and
stomach-related symptoms such as
gastroenteritis. More symptoms related to
malnutrition as a result of the israeli imposed
blockade on material aid to the Gaza Strip.

Bedwetting among children remained high at 66
sessions for parents on how to deal with this
symptom, a 6% increase compared last month.
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Counseling sessions with callers from Tulkarm
increased by 9%, from April to May, .
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There were counseling sessions where the main
topics were the high prices, the constant feeling
of hunger, and the inability of parents to feed
their children.

There was a 58% increase in sessions related to
parents asking for support on how to support
their children and deal with their traumas and
behaviors.
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
